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FUEL
August 2015 fuel flowage just barely passed the half-million-gallon mark, coming it at 500,061 gallons. Year-to-date fuel flowage totals 6,215,594 gallons, still on track to register the best annual total since FY07; the year-end total is expected to fall between 6.7 and 6.8 million gallons, still well below the FY00-07 average of 8.39 million.
OPERATIONS
August 2015 was a respectable month for operations – at 8,777 total – but instrument (IFR itinerant) operations were anemic at only 2,769.  Local operations have totaled just 3,504 year-to-date and now account for only 4.1% of the total. International operations were also down for the month, totaling just 34 (26 inbound, 8 outbound). Over the past five years – FY10 through FY14 – the airport has averaged very close to 95,000 annual operations (ranging from 93,976 in FY14 to 96,023 in FY12) and FY15 should end up very much the same: year-to-date operations total 86,038 and September is typically one of the busier months of the year.
REVENUE
August 2015 revenue – at $420,164 – was solid, and year-to-date revenue now totals $4,719,847. The airport will easily record its best-ever total annual revenue at the end of the fiscal year on September 30; the total will exceed $5.1 Million, against a budget projection of $4,825,000. The real estate portfolio has produced 82.5% of the revenue.
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[bookmark: _GoBack]Work on the Airport Master Plan has continued through the summer with a focus on Chapter 6, the Financial Plan. The Financial Plan is the key piece of the Master Plan, as it provides essential guidance on how and when new airport development projects can be funded. The plan uses a very detailed model of revenues and expenses for almost 100 separate land parcels on the airport, taking any planned redevelopment into account. Both airside and landside capital improvements are considered along with funding sources including FAA and TX-DOT grants, private investment, and airport revenues. The plan went through seven iterations before being deemed ready to present to the Steering Committee on September 4th. In addition to the financial analysis, the consultants have also been working on the Airport Layout Plan (ALP) drawing set. The ALP Drawing Set is one of two parts of an Airport Master Plan that requires actual FAA approval (the other being the aviation demand forecast); FAA merely “accepts” the other parts of a Master Plan.

ASPHALT RAMPS RECONSTRUCTION
At the August 11 meeting, the Addison City Council approved the award of a bid to EAS Contracting in a not-to-exceed amount of $468,741 to perform reconstruction of three asphalt aircraft parking ramps and two asphalt vehicle parking lots. These areas are among the oldest remaining airport pavements and are badly in need of improvement. The work will be funded in part by TX-DOT
RAMP (Routine Airport Maintenance Program) grant funds, but mainly from the Airport Operating Budget. Garver designed the improvements and will also handle construction management.

HANGAR CONSTRUCTION

Above: the project includes replacement of a water line, which is required to be encased in steel where it passes under the taxilane pavement section. Below (left): the trench for the water line was backfilled with ‘flowable fill’ (concrete) nearly to the bottom of the pavement base layer. Below (center): surveying the compacted sub-base prior to placing the aggregate (flex-base) base course. Below (right): this image illustrates the importance of the Taxilane Victor reconstruction project: the existing pavement (at right in photo) was only 5.5” to 6” of concrete over native fill. For scale, the iPhone in the photo is 4.5” wide.
