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Main Landing Gear Configurations: the aircraft pictured above is a CASA (Construcciones Aeronáuticas S.A.) CN-235-200, a medium-range twin-engine transport. It is unusual in that it has Single Tandem (ST) main landing gear configuration: two wheels for each main gear, but one behind the other rather than the more usual side-by-side Dual Wheel (DW) configuration found on most business jets. Inset left: DW main gear on a Bombardier Global Express. Inset right: Dual Tandem (DT) main gear configuration on a Boeing 757. Aircraft with DT main gear are generally too heavy to use Addison’s runway, which has a rated limit of 120,000 pounds for DW main gear aircraft.
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FUEL
November fuel flowage, at 545,671 gallons, was below budget projections by almost 34,000 gallons. That is also 9% lower than in the same month of the prior year. However, this is by no means a bad result; after the past few years, anything over 500,000 gallons in a month looks pretty good!
OPERATIONS
[bookmark: _GoBack]Airport operations totaled 7,418 in November, which is very much in line with total operations from the same month in recent past years. However, over the last five days of the month we had near-incessant rain (totaling over nine inches) and this had a significant negative impact on operations. In fact, over the four-day Thanksgiving weekend, there were only 243 total operations including exactly one VFR operation! (An average day at Addison would see about 260 total operations.) Instrument (IFR) operations came in at a healthy 3,152 for the month, while international operations were also quite strong (38 arrivals and 20 departures). Overall it was a good month, but not great month.
REVENUE
November revenue totaled $430,039 … a good result, but slightly below budget projections on account of lower-than-expected fuel flowage volumes. Year-to-date revenue remains slightly (about $3,000) over budget. The real estate portfolio continues to generate a steady $350,000 per month, which is over 80% of total revenue.

FULL-SCALE AIRPORT EMERGENCY EXERCISE
On Thursday November 5, the airport held a full-scale emergency exercise. The exercise planning was a joint effort between the Addison Fire Department (led by Battalion Chief Will Hamilton) and Airport staff (Operations Manager Joe McAnally). The exercise included mutual aid units from Carrollton, Cedar Hill, and Farmers Branch as well as students from Brookhaven College’s Emergency Medical Services program. Several airport tenant businesses also participated in the exercise.
“AIRPORT 101” FOR COUNCIL MEMBERS
Two “Airport 101” seminars for City Council members were conducted by Town and Airport Staff (led by the Town’s Director of Infrastructure and Development Services, Lisa Pyles). The first session was held on October 6, while the second session was held on November 3. While these seminars were titled “Airport 101”, a wide range of issues were covered … this was not just beginner-level information! Staff greatly appreciated our policy-makers who each devoted four hours of their valuable time to better understanding the issues and workings of the airport. Mayor Meier and Council Members Dale Wilcox, Bruce Arfsten, Ivan Hughes, and Mary Carpenter each attended one of the two sessions (which covered the same material). All of them asked very good questions, which should be quite reassuring to the citizens they represent: this Council works hard at gathering the information they need to make good, informed decisions for the Town.

FROST BANK HOSTS TENANT LUNCH
