Cirrus Owners and Pilots Association (COPA) comes to town: COPA’s annual convention – called “Migration” – was held in Addison this year, at the Intercontinental Hotel. Million Air served as the host FBO for the event, accommodating approximately 140 aircraft. The event ran from Thursday September 10 through Sunday September 13. Pictured above are 10 Cirrus aircraft parked at the eastern end of Taxilane Sierra, on the evening of the 10th. Finding space to park all the visitors was a challenge!
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FUEL
September fuel flowage totaled 603,087 gallons, bringing the FY15 total to 6,818,681 gallons … the highest total since FY07 (7,584,882 gallons). While total operations have been flat from FY10 through FY15, fuel volumes have trended steadily upwards while AvGas has dropped from 11% to only 8% of the total volume of fuel sold.
OPERATIONS
September 2015 was a strong month for aircraft operations, as could be deduced from the fuel flowage results for the month. Operations for the month totaled 9,269 bring the FY15 total to 95,321 … very much in line with the annual totals for the past five years (FY10-FY14). September was also a very good month for IFR itinerant operations (3,308 bring the FY15 total to 36,838 … a very high 38.6% of total operations). Local operations totaled just 3,781 (4%) for the year; itinerant operations were 96% of the total … a very high percentage for a general aviation airport. International operations, at 32 for the month and 549 for the year, were a bit lower than in the past two years.
REVENUE
September 2015 revenue came in at $435,513 bringing the FY15 total to a best-ever $5,155,360 against a budget projection of $4,825,075 (exceeding budget projections by 6.8%). The real estate portfolio accounted for 82.5% of the total, while fuel flowage fees contributed 16.1%. Miscellaneous fees and charges made up the balance.
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Significant progress was made on the reconstruction of Taxilane Victor over the past month, as illustrated in photos on the following page. While Phase 1 consisted mainly of mobilization and preparatory work, Phase 2 encompassed demolition and reconstruction of a roughly 400-foot section of the west end of Taxilane Victor, to the Taxiway Alpha intersection (the new pavement is 12 inches of steel-reinforced concrete over 12 inches of compacted base). As part of Phase 2, a temporary asphalt taxilane was constructed to maintain aircraft access past the next segment to be reconstructed (Phase 3). Phase 3 is the middle segment of the taxilane; work on that section started at the very end of September. In addition to the pavement reconstruction, the project also includes replacement of a water line and significant taxilane safety area improvements including storm water drainage upgrades (filling in the open “bar ditches” and installing new drop inlets and sub-surface drain piping).
CIRRUS OWNERS AND PILOTS ASSOCIATION “MIGRATION 13”

AAAE NATIONAL AIRPORTS CONF. 
The AAAE 2015 National Airports Conference was held September 20-22 in Savannah, GA and attended by Airport Director Joel Jenkinson. Joel was recently named a Vice Chair of the AAAE General Aviation Airports Committee, and in that role he is also part of a joint working group formed by AAAE and NATA (the National Air Transportation Association, which is the trade group representing fixed-base operators [FBOs] and related aviation businesses) to discuss and address issues of common interest. Prior to the meeting, NATA had surveyed its membership to identify top issues of concern and that survey formed the basis of much of the discussion. The top three items of interest to the NATA membership were: Airport Minimum Standards; Airport-FBO relationships; and the investment climate, particularly lease terms and competition issues.

AIRFIELD MAINTENANCE
Above: in August, the City Council approved the award of a contract to EAS Contracting for approximately $470,000 of asphalt pavement reconstruction work. Aircraft parking ramps for the A1, A1a, S4, and T14 hangar ramps were included, along with automobile parking lots on the landside of the T9 and T11 hangars. The A1 and A1a (Collins) hangar ramps were completed first, and work on the S4 ramps – by far the largest part of the project – started near the end of September. The S4 ramp reconstruction is being performed in two phases; the sequence of photos here shows asphalt milling operations in Phase 1, on the north side of the hangars, on September 29th.
